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TEUN HOCKS

Hocks, a silver-haired Dutch artist who looks rather
like the French actor Jean Gabin, appears in his elab-
orately staged and painted photographs as a soli-
tary, hapless Everyman flummoxed by the surreal
world. Channelling M. Hulot, Hocks is dapper and
comic and tries to make the best of things, deliver-
ing a pile of presents to the door of an otherwise
demolished home or pouring water into a puddle
on a barren plain so a lone duck can swim. But he’s
just as likely to find himself on all fours, crawling
out of a hole in the baseboard into the shadow cast
by an enormous cat. Played out in an understated
cartoon landscape where Disney meets Dali, Hocks’s
mock melancholy has a Chaplinesque charm. Through
July 7.
